Authority

California Penal Code (PC) sections 12050 throf)b2 provide that a sheriff of a county or the tbieother head of a
municipal police department of any city of city arwlinty may issue a license to carry a pistol, Ik@roor other firearm
capable of being concealed upon the person (CC#Hdie). PC section 12051(a)(3)(A) requires therA&p General to
prescribe a statewide standard application fornraf@CW license.

Who May Be Issued a License

The licensing authority specified in PC section3@@)(1) (a sheriff or head of a municipal poliepdrtment) may issue a
license to persons who are of good moral charastes,have completed a course of training, and wheosl cause exists
for issuance of the CCW license. All applicatidoisa CCW will be fingerprinted and state record e checked to
determine if they are in a prohibiting class. Attments 1, 2, and 3 (following page 14 of this ajgpion) lists all categories
that would cause a person to be in a class pratgiihem from possessing firearms and being graat€€W license.
These attachments are updated annually to refeaetiegislation and other changes in the law.

Format of CCW License

A CCW license may be issued in either of the follmyformats:

1. A license to carry concealed, a pistol, revolvemther firearm capable of being concealed uporp#rson.

2. Where the population of the county is less than @D persons according to the most recent fededthial
census, a license to carry loaded and exposedifrdiunty a pistol, revolver, or other firearm dalpaof being
concealed upon the person.

Training Required

PC section 12050(a)(1)(B) and (E) specifies that lieense applicants must complete a course afitrgi The training may
consist of any course acceptable to the licenditigogity. The licensing authority may requirecheit a course not to exceed
16 hours which includes instruction on at leagtdims safety and the law regarding the permisaixeof a firearm or a
community college course not to exceed 24 houriieerby the Commission on Peace Officer Standard$ Training. If

the licensing authority requires the community @gdl course, it must be uniformly required for &I\ license applicants.
The licensing authority may also require annualifjocation on the weapon(s) during the term for elhthe CCW license is
granted.

For license renewal applicants, the course ofitigimay be any course acceptable to the licengitigoaity, shall be no less
than four hours in length, and shall include instian on at least firearm safety and the law reiggrgermissible use of a
firearm.

- Is an alien illegally or unlawfully in the Unitedaes.

- Has been discharged from the Armed Forces undeoulisable conditions.

- Having been a citizen of the United States, hasuroed U.S. citizenship.

- Is subject to a court order that restrains theqgrefom harassing, stalking, or threatening ammate partner or child of
such intimate partner.

- Has been convicted in any court of a misdemeanarecof domestic violence.
- Is under indictment for a crime punishable by irmpniment for a term exceeding one year.
- Has an out-of-state prohibitive criminal history.

- Has a prior denial on a previous National Instamial Background Check System (NICS) inquiry.
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
